Roger D. Weiss, MD, Professor of Psychiatry at Harvard
Medical School and Chief of the Division of Alcohol,
Drugs, and Addiction at McLean Hospital in Belmont,
Massachusetts was awarded the Founders’ Award. The
format was changed this year to a fireside chat with Dr.
Weiss being interviewed by last year’s Founders’ Award
winner, Shelly F. Greenfield, MD, MPH. We applaud Dr.
Weiss for all his contributions to the field!

One of the biggest highlights of the meeting were the four
scientific symposia: 1) Rapid Initiation of MOUD in Acute
Care Settings: Findings from the SWIFT and ED-INNOVATION
trials from the NIDA Clinical Trials Network 2) Alcohol and
Addiction Psychiatry — Where Are We Now? 3) Innovations
in Telehealth for Opioid Use Disorder Treatment: Enhancing

Access and Quality of Care. 4) Behavioral Addictions in 2023:

Clinical Considerations Relating to Gambling, Gaming, Sex,
Digital Technologies and Other Behaviors. For the first time,
we also featured two mini symposiums: Emerging Cannabis
Research and Treatment for Psychiatric and Other Priority
Populations and Mindfulness and Opioid Use Disorder:
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Roger Weiss, MD, and Shelly E. Greenfield, MD, MPH hold a fireside
chat.
